GLAAS Proposed Contents

· GLAASC-382/PRISM 6.5 SP04 fixes

· Rachel - GLAAS-195 – No notification/reminder is generated when total amount of awards against a MAS has exceeded the percentage of the MAS ceiling specified in the MAS document.
· Testing Steps:

1. Create and approve a MAS for $200,000. On Notification Detail window, enter 50% on the Total Amount of All Awards (including unawarded guaranteed minimum) Exceeds: field. Enter users to be notified (CO and or Negotiator).
2. Create approve and release an IQC linked to MAS stated in step 1. Obligation amount is $25,000.
3. Create approve and release an unfunded IQC linked to MAS. TEC=90,000
4. Create approve and released a requisition for $90,000
5. Create a solicitation linked to the MAS stated in step 1. Approve and release the solicitation.
6. Create, approve and release a Delivery Order linked to IQC from step 4. TEC = $90,000
7. Negotiator and CO open the Inbox Notification and Reminder. Result: No notification is displayed to inform that the total amount of awards against the MAS has exceeded the percent of the MAS ceiling indicated in the MAS document. Email to users as well?
Alternatives:

~Use IQC TEC = MAS limit

~Test using 0% and 100% for the notification
~Test notification with user’s profile set to Inbox/Email/Both
~Test with no solicitation between req and DO

~Foreign Currency on a DO/TO

· Linda - GLAAS-513 – $0 amended requisition in a Requisition Group is not added to award.  

· Testing Steps

1. Create 2 reqs - REQ-ME-10-000007 known as "ME" and REQ-PPC-10-000001 known as "PPC" 

2. Each is a simple 1 line item, ship to, acct req. 

3. Release both reqs.

4. On req ME create a req group.

5. On req PPC, add to group 

6. On ME, accept req, add to group and change status to closed 

7. Create IAA from req ME

8. Open LI 

9. Go to Funding menu 

10. Click Add from Group 

11. Select PPC and click Add to Award

12. PPC is correctly added to award 

13. Now, delete the IAA. 

14. Create a $0 amendment to PPC - don't modify the line item or add line items. 
15. Release amendment. 

16. Create IAA from ME 

17. Open LI 

18. Go to Funding menu

19. Click Add from Group 

20. Select PPC and click Add to Award
Actual: PPC is NOT added to award
Expected: PPC to be correctly added to award 

Alternatives before pulling req into award:

~2 $0 amendments to the non-lead req

~$0 amendment to lead req

~Cancel non-lead req – should not pull into award

~Fully award non-lead req on another award – should not pull into award

GLAAS-454 – FPDS-NG record is not updated before the user routes the award for approval.

· Testing Steps:
1. Create PO for $5,000 
2. Use product service code = 7030 
3. Create FPDS record with the data in the attached screen shot (minimal data to get the record valid) 
4. Set the Place of Manufacture = Mfg in US 
5. Validate and Save FPDS record 
6. In PRISM change the header product service code to AD61 - construction 
7. Route award for approval
Actual: document was routed for approval, document was approved and released.  Click FPDS on the released award.  Click Yes to correct FPDS.  Get error page with the FPDS error that the user should have gotten in the FPDS.  The user cannot correct the FPDS record

Expected: Error on validation that a valid FPDS record is required 
Alternatives:
Change the following after FPDS is validated

-Award Date

-Effective Date

-PoP End Date

-Total Amount

-NAICS

· Kim - GLAAS-457 – If an administrative mod is done to a DO (no line items on the mod) then the DO disappears from the MAS summary report.
· Testing Steps:

1. Locate a DO against a contract under a MAS

2. The base version should have a line item and an obligation.

3. Verify that the DO displays under the MAS Summary report

4. Open the DO

5. Click Modify

6. Close the DO and open the MAS Summary Report

7. Do not check to include pre-released orders

8. DO displays under report

9. Check to include pre-released orders

Actual #1: The DO is no long on the report.

Expected #1: The DO should display on the report.

10. Release the DO

11. Open the MAS Summary report
Actual #2: The DO no longer displays on the report.
Expected #2: The DO should display on the report. 

Alternatives:

~$0 base DO

~2 $0 mods in a row

~above scenario with native and migrated DO

~Cancel the DO 

~Mod has non-appropriated $

· Linda - GLAAS-533 – Cancelling the RFM does not correctly cancel incremental funded line items.
· Testing Steps:
1. Create PO with LI that is incrementally funded
2. LI = 1000; Incremental = 50
3. Release PO
4. Create RFM against PO
5. Add acct code to LI and incrementally fund $25
6. Release RFM
7. Open RFM and click Cancel (document level, not LI level)
8. The LI is canceled but the amount is $0.00 rather than -$25. 
9. If I Uncancel and then Cancel the individual line item then the LI correctly shows -$25.
Alternatives:
~$0 base, add incremental funding on mod rather than base, cancel on next mod
~Add new line item with incremental funding on base

· Rachel - GLAAS-616 – The SOC account segment for bilateral account codes are currently not editable at the award stage like they are for unilateral account codes.

· Testing Steps:
1. Create req

2. Add line item with bilateral account code with an SOC entered

3. Send to Phoenix/release

4. Create award from req 

5. Open the line item and go to the bilateral account code

Actual: The SOC cannot be changed 
Expected: The SOC can be changed and the change saved 

Alternatives:

~Verify unilateral account codes work correctly

~Try to change existing SOC on mod – should not be able to change

~Check SOC when newly added on a mod from a RFM

· Linda - GLAAS-667 – FPDS-NG is being required when two $0 modifications are created for purchase card orders under $3,000.

· Testing Steps:
1. Create award -- I used PCO and PO

2. Add line item for less than the FPDS threshold -- I used $195

3. Release award

4. Create mod

5. Do not change line item amounts

6. Release mod

7. Create mod 2 

8. Do not change line item amounts

9. Validate 

Actual: Get validation that FPDS is required

Expected: No FPDS validation since the net view amount is below the FPDS threshold 

Alternatives:

~3 $0 mods in a row

~After 2 $0 mods, increase amount over $3000 on next mod – should require FPDS
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GLAAS-668 – FPDS-NG is being required on modifications to actions using non-appropriated funds.

· Testing Steps:
1. Create an award over $3,000 that is non appropriated -- I used a DO and PO 

2. Release the award

3. Create a mod to the award

4. Either do not edit the line item or add more money that is non appropriated

5. Validate 

Actual: GLAAS is requiring FPDS

Expected: GLAAS does not require FPDS since all funding is non appropriated
Alternatives: 

~On mod add appropriated <$3K instead

~On mod add appropriated >$3K instead – should get validation

~base non appropriated <$3k, mod add non appropriated for TEC >$3K

~base non appropriated <$3k, mod add non appropriated for TEC <$3K

· Testing Steps:
1. Create PCO with one line item for $2,700

2. Release PCO

3. Create mod to PCO

4. Cancel line item

5. Validate

Previous Actual: FPDS is required validation error displays

Expected: No FPDS validation
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GLAAS-671 – The TAS is not populating on FPDS-NG.
· Testing Steps:

1. Create Req with line item> $3,000

2. Self Approve req

3. Req is released

4. Create PO from Req

5. Verify TAS on Funds Tracking page

6. Click FPDS

Previous Actual: TAS not populated

Expected: TAS should be populated

Kim - GLAASC-381/GLAASHLR-145 – Update the Phoenix vendor mapping to capture the country code.  The value in the fifth address line in Phoenix would populate the Phoenix country code field and send this information to the Country field in GLAAS.
Rachel - GLAASC-383/GLAASHLR-146 – Update the Year End Automatic Decommitment Notifications. Notes:  Rachel will find previous scripts for Year End Automatic Decommitment Notifications.
Linda - GLAASC-392 – Enable service caching on webMethods service that checks Treasury Symbols with Phoenix  Notes:  This testing can be included in Regression Testing.

Linda - GLAASC-385/GLAASHLR-135 – Update RG0001 Approved Awards Actions by Site and Role Report to include grand total amounts and to display weights for each action.

Rachel - GLAASC-386/GLAASHLR-124 - Update custom report RG0003 to remove the unused Group Tree navigation panel to free up more on-screen display space.

Rachel - GLAASC-387/GLAASHLR-115 & GLASHLR-117 - Update custom report RG0004 to correct display of CO/AO label for all cases and make other minor formatting changes
Linda - GLAASC-388/GLAASHLR-147 – Update the RG1001 Leader with Associates Report to include Leader Awards that do not have linked Associate Awards.

Linda - GLAASC-389/GLAASHLR-113 & GLAASHLR-143 – Update RG0025 Award of Untied Actions Report to include BGA Code and increase size of Award Description.
