Mandatory Data Fields for FAADS Plus Report 

STRIPES Users:

In accordance with the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) and the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), the Department of Energy is required to submit the Federal Asssistance Award Data System (FAADS) and FAADS Plus information collected in each STRIPES Financial Assistance (FA) award to FAADS and USASpending.gov.  In order to comply with these reporting requirements additional fields in the FAADS Plus report need to be designated as mandatory.    
The following fields on the STRIPES FAADS Plus report, associated with the Grant award document for both ARRA and non-ARRA actions, will now be mandatory:
· Field #3: Recipient Name/Address 1 (FAADS Plus). This field is made up of 7 lines. The “Recipient Name” and “Address 1 (FAADS Plus)” lines are required.
· Field #12: Recipient Congressional District.
· Field #13: Federal Agency/Organizational Unit Code (This code is always 8900).
· Field #33: Project Description.
These data fields are currently optional in the STRIPES, and will remain optional until the code change to mandate the fields in STRIPES is complete.  Another STRIPES Flash will be distributed once this change occurs. 

Please note that the Headquarters Office of Procurement and Assistance Management will be monitoring the data entry into these fields and your office will be required to go back and correct any fields which are left blank.
