IV&V checks for the following during each CDR. 
CDR-0: 

· Check the DAT against the mockup text. 
· Go through all the columns in the DAT. Report if there are any issues, questions or inconsistencies. 

CDR-1: 

· Check the issues reported during CDR0 and note which ones have been fixed and which ones are not. 

· Check the static text on CDR1 (standalone) form is consistent with the field labels in the DAT.

· Check the changes SI made to the DAT after CDR-0 (they should be highlighted - if not, check all the columns in the DAT). Report if there are any issues, questions or inconsistencies.
· Note: For some forms IV&V is not involved in CDR-0. For such forms, go through all the columns in the DAT. Report if there are any issues, questions or inconsistencies.

· No need to check against the agency-mockup at this time.

CDR-2:

· Check the issues reported during CDR-1 and note which ones have been fixed and which ones are not.

· Check the business rule functionality of the form against the DAT 

· Check the helptip on the form against the DAT

· Check the changes SI made to the DAT after CDR-0 (if they are highlighted).

AT Testing/CDR3:

· Test the form on AT. Do not repeat any of the steps from earlier CDRs.

As per “Form Design Standards v2_1.doc” DAT will be “frozen” after CDR1. Please see below screenprint (copy pasted from the “Form Design Standards v2_1.doc” ). As per 8/19/08 conference call, IV&V should report DAT issues during CDR2. Which one is correct?
